What: Shoot .22 pistols and .22 rifles. Learn gun handling and gun safety. All shooting is done 
indoors and under the close supervision of experienced coaches familiar with CRRC's safety 
rules and Girl Scout Safety Activity Checkpoints.

If you are not a CRRC member, please do not bring firearms to this event.

Leaders/Parents: If you are a registered Girl Scout, you are welcome to shoot if there is 
enough time.  We also need 3 volunteers to help serve food and 4 adults to chaperone the 
scouts as per the SAC adult/girl ratio.

Registration: All participants must be registered Girl Scouts.  Scouts may attend as a troop or 
register individually.
